Dr. Pagano was President of the Medical Staff at Mercy Hospital from 1955 to 1957 and
Timken Mercy Hospital from 1957 to 1959. He was Chuef of Surgery at both hospitals from
1961 to 1963. At the time of his retirement, he was a fellow in the American College of
Surgeons, Ohio State Medical Society, Cleveland Surgical Society, Abdommal Surgical Society,
Stark County Medical Society, and the Canton Academy of Medicine. He also was a member of
the Canton Board of Health since August 1979, and the Unique Club of Canton.
